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BEGINNERS COMPETING IN THE WESTERN SHOW RING Part Two  

Competing in Trail Is Fun & Challenging    By Bernardette Hall  
 It is a fun and a challenging event to compete in and can really test your training skills.  

You need to be able to move any part of your horse’s body to where you want it to go. If you can’t 
get your horse to back just one step at a time or pivot around an “L” shaped obstacle eg you will have 
troubles in the trail pattern. Practise, practise and more practise is the key. 
Your horse may anticipate moves or knock poles or back crooked. These are just some of the things that 
can go wrong in a trail pattern. These can cost you valuable points and even go down a placing. 
  A Trail course is set to simulate what you may come across on a trail ride. E.g. walking over a 
bridge, having to back your horse around a tight corner because you can’t go forward, opening & closing 
a gate without letting the livestock out. Every obstacle has a purpose and gives you a chance to show the 
judge how trainable your horse is in negotiating obstacles. It also tests your memory.  

The judge starts with 70 points, which is an average performance & you can gain points or loose 
points for every obstacle. 
A few helpful tips to learn your Trail pattern:  
* Don’t leave it till the last minute to read your pattern. The course must be posted at least one hour 
before scheduled starting time of the class but most shows will have it pinned on the board at the start of 
the show day. 
* If you have any troubles reading the pattern ask the steward to clarify it. 
* Bring a notebook & 3 coloured pens, one for each gait. It is easier to learn a pattern with colours. 
* Sometimes at the beginning of the event you can walk the course (without horse). Take every 
opportunity to do this and see up close how far apart the poles are, how you are going to position your 
horse at the back up etc. 
* Take note of where you are to start a gait. If it says “trot out of square” don’t walk out. 
* You may notice some riders seem to be talking to themselves. You may think they have lost the plot but 
they are in fact going through the pattern in their heads. They are concentrating. 
 
Normally these symbolize the gaits & where you should be standing.

A. This class will be judged on the performance of the horse over obstacles, with emphasis on 
manners, response to the rider, and quality of movement. Credit will be given to horses negotiation the 
obstacles with style and some degree of speed, providing correctness is not sacrificed. Horse should 
receive credit for showing attentiveness to the obstacles and the capability of picking their own way 
through the course when obstacles warrant it, and willingly responding to the rider’s cues on more difficult 
ones. 
B. Horse shall be penalised for any unnecessary delay while approaching or negotiating the 
obstacles. Horses with artificial appearance over obstacles should be penalised. 
C. Horses must not be required to work on the rail. The course must be designed, however, to 
require each horse to show the 3 gaits (walk, jog, lope) somewhere between obstacles as a part of its 
work and quality of movement and cadence should be considered as part of the manoeuvre score.  
D. Scoring will be on the basis of 0 – infinity, with 70 denoting an average performance. Each 
obstacle will receive an obstacle score that should be added or subtracted from 70 and is subject to a 
penalty that should be subtracted.  
Each obstacle will be scored on the following basis , ranging from plus 1.5 to minus 1.5.  
–1.5 extremely poor    -1 very poor  -.5 poor 
0 correct  +.5 good +1 very good  +1.5 excellent  

Have a go and Good Luck. 
If you are Beginner Rider you may not know all the rules when competing at a show. Further your  
skills by downloading the AQHA rulebook. It is FREE . Just log onto the AQHA website.
