Tetanus is a totally and easily preventable bacterial disease that affects most animals 
(including horses and humans). Horses are particularly susceptible because of their 
environment and tendency to incur injuries and sadly infected horses and ponies 
usually die or require euthanasia. 
The tetanus bacteria is found in soil just about everywhere, surviving in the 
environment for long periods of time. As tetanus bacteria do not require oxygen 
(anaerobic) even small puncture wounds which are difficult to detect such as a prick 
from a thorn, can introduce the bacteria into the horses body. Annual or biannual 
vaccination should be provided to all horses and ponies.

Strangles is another disease of horses which requires annual vaccination. It is highly 
contagious and debilitating and severely affected horses can die or require 
euthanasia. 
Strangles is so called because the lymph nodes around the head and neck can become so 
enlarged that swallowing is painful and they can cause labored breathing. Like EI, strangles can 
be spread very quickly through horse populations via infected tack, grooming gear and feed and 
water buckets. Additionally shared water sources are an efficient way of spreading the bacteria, 
so NEVER use public troughs as infected horses may not be showing clinical signs and the 
length of time the bacteria can survive in the environment is unknown. For further information 
download the Strangles fact sheet at:

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Most sporting activities such as tennis, golf, skii ng would be unthinkable without the inclusion of 
mental training. It is the same for horse riding, y et we tend to blame our horse riding results on 
the training. 
 
The mental state of the rider is often forgotten an d the correct attitude and motivation is needed 
to succeed in any sport as much as your training sc hedule. 
You should avoid allowing negative images to lodge themselves in your mind. 
Replace them with new positive images.

The attitude to and during a competition certainly is one of the most important factors why some 
sportsmen are always successful and others always h ave bad luck. 
Questions to ask yourself? Are you one of those peo ple who can imagine how to handle a task 
very well and believe firmly with self-confidence t hat it is possible to manage the tasks you are 
faced with. Or are you constantly tortured by self- doubt with negative thoughts. 
 
Our successful sportsmen are motivated psychologica lly before a competition. You should try to 
develop the same type of positive attitude towards yourself. 
You are proud of what you have already achieved and  are convinced that you can do more, even 
if it takes time. Unlike other types of sport, ride rs don’t have a direct opponent. Your horse 
however, which is also influenced by your mental at titude, can feel whether you are in good form 
and can ride it with trust, or whether you are harb ouring fear and doubts, and it will react to your 
attitude. 

Before a show you should take the time and repeated ly imagine how you arrive, how you 
warm up your horse and then ride the course without  a fault . But don’t imagine being placed, 
because a variety of other factors will have an inf luence on that: eg. Your horse, the judges and 
the other competitors, and these cannot be influenc ed by your subconscious, unlike the way you 
ride. If you ride well constantly, success will com e in time. 
Getting placed should not be the one and only reaso n why you are riding at a show: it is far more 
important to be satisfied with yourself and your ho rse and to progress.

If you want to influence your subconscious and give  it instructions, you first have to get into a 
mental state of relaxation in order to be receptive  for the following affirmation. 
You should sit down somewhere quiet for a few minut es a day, close your eyes and do a few 
breathing and relaxation exercises. Once you have r elaxed, you should start thinking about your 
riding. Try relaxing whenever and wherever you pers onally are best able to switch off. I cannot go 
into great detail on relaxation so Relaxation techn iques can be found on the website or library.

Having a goal is important in order to improve. 
Set your goals as short term and long term objectiv es.  
Eg Short term: You would like to improve your abili ty to stay calm in an event and not forget your 
pattern in a Trail class. 
Long Term: You would like to ride at a more advance d level & do flying changes. 
 
You need to analyse the state of your riding abilit ies at all times in order to determine where your 
deficiencies lie and through which special exercise s you can compensate for these defects. 
If you school on your own, it makes sense to set ou t a training plan. If you have a trainer, let them 
know what you want to achieve short and long term.
