Decorative bridles and 
halters (silver or coloured) are prohibited. Bridle  must have egg butt, D-ring, O-ring or Full cheek 
snaffle bit with keepers, with mouthpiece that qual ifies under rule 444(b)."

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BEGINNERS COMPETING IN THE WESTERN SHOW RING? 
 
THIS MONTH’S HELPFUL TIPS TO START YOU OFF ON THE R IGHT FOOT/ HOOF . . 
 

 Whether you want to compete in western pleasure, trail, horsemanship classes, 
halter or hunter under saddle, hunter hack, reining. A beginner show is the place to start 
your show career and gain some much needed experience. Believe it or not you will 
benefit from attending as many shows as you can. You and your horse will gain 
confidence & knowledge. Knowledge is POWER. .  
 

 It can be very daunting attending your first beginner show but you know everyone 
has to start somewhere. And you won’t learn anything or get better by sitting at home 
worrying am I good enough to ride in the western show ring. Practise your 
horsemanship skills at home if you are worried your horse is going to play up. But you 
know horses normally are better at home than in the ring so attend shows to acclimatize 
your horse to new surroundings. You don’t have to compete if you aren’t ready. Even if 
you came along and rode outside in the warm up arena or held your horse to show him 
what happens at a show. It’s all experience.  
Preparation at home starts with riding your horse everyday if you can and finding a 
trainer who can help you achieve your goals. This is just the tip of the iceberg. But if you 
love riding your horse then have a go. Clinics are a great way of trying new disciplines 
and gaining knowledge. 
 

TIP 1: When you are warming up in the arena or competing,  be courteous to other riders. 
If you need to pass someone who is going too slow l et them know where you are and 
ride on the inside of them. Don’t cut people off an d don’t ride up the ass end of another 
horse. 
TIP 2: In the show ring, acknowledge the judge as you sta rt a pattern class by nodding 
your head. 
When you finish your pattern nod and smile before l ining up & smile while you ride. 
If you need to ask a question be courteous & relay the question through the steward to 
the judge. 
 

TIP 3: The best way to further your knowledge of how a ju dge scores riders is to 
volunteer as a steward. You will learn so much but first of all read your AQHA rule book. 
TIP 4: You don’t need the most expensive silver trimmed s addle or all the bling that goes 
with the outfit to start you off at a Beginner show . A well groomed horse & clean gear 
from saddle, bridle to your boots, long sleeved col lared shirt with western hat is all you 
need. It always helps to colour co-ordinate your ou tfit with your saddle blanket but don’t 
stress out. The judge looks at the overall picture but most of all how your horse behaves 
in the ring. Later on if you love what you are doin g then you can try competing in Open 
classes, A & AA shows but remember you will have to  be properly dressed. 
 
TIP5: It is advisable to use English gear for hunter cla sses & western gear for western 
classes but if you are starting off a Beginner can use either. Except for the jumping class 
Hunter Hack in which you need an English saddle, br idle, & a helmet on your head. All 
kids must wear an approved helmet with chin strap i n all classes.  
Correct gear & attire must be used in Open events. 
TIP 6: Beginner Horse/Rider – not to have won in open com petition or 3 Beginner 
Classes. 
Improver Horse/Rider – not to have won 6 Improver e vents or any open event.  
So if you compete in an Improver western pleasure c lass or open class and win then you 
are not eligible to compete in Beginner Western ple asure classes again. You will have to 
compete in the higher levels for that event. Choose your classes carefully.  
TIP 7: Pin your number on the back of your shirt or on sa ddlecloth in clear view. You can 
be eliminated if you ride with the wrong number or don’t have a number, when required. 
If you are Beginner Rider you may not know all the rules when competing at a 
show. Further your skills by downloading the AQHA r ulebook.  
It is FREE. Just log onto the AQHA website. � 5
